Allen made a motion to approve and amend today’s agenda. Schultz seconded the
motion. Voting aye were Allen, Schultz, and Scheffler.

Schultz made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 11, 2017 regular
meeting. Allen seconded the motion. Voting aye was Schultz, Allen, and Scheffler.
